MINUTES OF MOLLAS MEETING AT SALALM LIV 
Berlin, Germany, 4 July 2009, 2-4pm

This year members shared institutional reports through the MOLLAS institutional list-serv. Nerea opened the meeting welcoming those present. 

The first item on the agenda was the web page. It had been suggested that we might want to have a wiki instead of  a webpage. The members present agreed that the page  hosted at Kansas University is serving us well. They reviewed the page and decided that it does not need any changes. 

Corporate purchases was next on the agenda. First the acquisitions of telenovelas was discussed. Some MOLLAS members are now actively purchasing DVDs of telenovelas, because in many MOLLAS member institutions they are being used in courses. Those present agreed to consult with vendors from Argentina, Brazil, Colombia, Mexico, Venezuela and Spain the possibility of obtaining this type of materials through them. In the same context of corporate purchasing books published by cartoneras were discussed. Paloma Celis mentioned that the number of publishers of these art books in Latin America has increased. Several MOLLAS members have been purchasing these type of materials, but not all are collecting them.. In Wisconsin they are collecting them systematically, and in October of this year they will host a conference on cartonera publications. Paloma shared the conference webpage, a blog about cartoneras, and a research guide. Jana said that in Kansas they will begin to collect cartonera publications from El Salvador. In Indiana they collect cartonera publications too, and they keep them in offsite storage in special acid free envelopes. 

Collaboration in the purchase of Mexican imprints was discussed also. The common agreement was to share collecting Mexican materials by topic in the following manner: 
Michigan-colonial history 
Kansas-immigration and transnational movements 
Indiana-indigenous languages and literatures and political history 
New Mexico-art 
Minnesota-women and gender issues 
Wisconsin-contemporary literature 
Each one of us will write a description of what subjects he/she will cover thoroughly in the context of Mexican imprints. The aim of this project is to have a complete coverage of Mexico between all our institutional libraries. 

Digital resources were brought up as another possible cooperation project, but there was general agreement not to pursue that route, because LARRP is already doing this. 


The last issue discussed was the coverage of journals indexed in HAPI by libraries members of SALALM. It was agreed that we would share lists of titles that we are considering canceling.
