Center in Suitland, Maryland, the principal repository for USIA historical records; the National Archives; other federal records centers, departments, and agencies; Presidential libraries; and

miscellaneous ancillary collections. The database also includes the names of all file folders holding USIA classified records dated no later than December 31, 1975, whose contents, found in such boxes, have been declassified. Explanatory screens include the text of executive order 12958 and instructions on requesting declassified documents.
